General Requirements & Criteria for Competition

1. General rules apply to all divisions in this department. Please read carefully.
2. All articles competing for premiums must be exhibited by the producer.

3.  All entries in this department must be lllinois grown products.
4

Exhibitors are limited to one entry under each class number. No additions or substitutions will be allowed
after the entry deadline.

5.  Entry tags are prepared for each class entered, and will be available at entry check-in. Exhibitor shall write
the variety on the back of the tag once received.

6. Containers such as plates, trays and small baskets will be furnished by the Illinois State Fair. Fruit and
vegetable exhibitors should furnish their own bushel baskets.

7.  After exhibits are in place no one will be permitted to handle them without the permission of the
Superintendent.

8.  Any entry manifestly unfit for exhibition may be disqualified by the Superintendent and removed from the
show.

9. Judging will be conducted on Wednesday, August 19, 2026, as indicated in the premiums list. All exhibitors
will be permitted to observe the judging by quietly remaining in an area specified for that purpose. No
observer may converse with the judge at any time prior to the conclusion of the judging. Any exhibitor or
observer failing to comply with this rule will be removed from the building and disqualified from receiving
premiums in every class entered.

10. When the exhibits are released, Department personnel will make every possible effort to limit the area to
exhibitors and their helpers only. This is a difficult task in a large building. The exhibitor’s patient
cooperation is expected to help everyone quickly and safely remove their property. All fruit and vegetable
exhibits not claimed by 2:00 p.m. will be discarded.
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DEPARTMENT 30 - FRUITS

Nuts may be of the present or previous season but must be in edible condition. Thinness of shell, size,
flavor, and kernel are especially considered.

Condition and general appearance of the fruit should be well preserved with all parts — stem, calyx, etc.,
well preserved, not wilted, or shriveled.

Size of apples and pears should be an average for the variety grown in Illinois, neither overgrown nor
small. Each entry should be uniform in size.

Shape and color should be characteristic of the variety.

Fruit should be free from insects, disease, and mechanical injury.

The judge has the option to sample product.

The fruit will be judged as follows:

75% - Quality, edibility, and assortment of fruit
10% - Arrangement of fruit

5% - Decorations

10% - Neatness and attractiveness as a whole
