4. Pleasure horses cannot cross-enter into Country Pleasure or Western Country Pleasure at the same 
show. 

5. Country Pleasure horses cannot cross-enter into Pleasure or Western Country Pleasure at the same 
show. 

6. Pleasure, Country Pleasure and Western Country Pleasure can enter Roadster Division at same show.
